GP advised that some 78 people had attended the LDP / MIR meeting, in November, held in the Learney Arms by Aberdeenshire Council. The updated LDP will run from 2016 – 2021.
Gordon Drummond and Matthew Merchant gave a presentation for land on Craigmyle Road which had been put forward for inclusion in the LDP. The development proposed 22 detached houses in a woodland setting and was part of an overall business plan to fund expansion of an existing business at Logie Coldstone trading as Cairngorm Lodges. Mr Drummond stressed that the recent clear felling of part of the area was unrelated to the application and was part of a 5 year forestry plan that was already well progressed. Cllr Blackett raised the issue of affordable housing.
